New Cerritos Towne Center Building
Nears Completion

A five-story office building developed by
Transpacific Development Company in the
Cerritos Towne Center is expected to be
completed early this summer.

The building will add approximately 91,334
square feet of new commercial office space
to the Towne Center. The project will create
approximately 350 new jobs and provide an
estimated $77 million of additional revenue for
the City/Redevelopment Agency over the
lifetime of the lease.

A prominent architectural feature, the dome
structure and spire represent a creative
collaboration between the building’s architect
John Spohrer and sculptor Lyle London. The
four geometric arrays on the dome are
composed of 12 aluminum bands. These
bands create the transparent surface of the
dome, which is crowned by the stainless steel
sculpture “Undulating Spire.” Once completed,
computer-confrolled LED lights will create the
illusion of the dome hovering over the building
at night.
